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Welcome to Palma Rosa

Palma Rosa is a National Trust, heritage listed house located in Hamilton,
Brisbane and is thought to be one of Australia’s finest examples of Italian
architecture built by Andrea Stombuco in 1887.

The House is one of Andrea Stombuco’'s most flamboyant designs and has
enormous cultural, heritage, architectural and political significance. Many socially
prominent people and their families, including a Premier of Queensland, Sir Arthur
Palmer, have owned Palma Rosa.

Palma Rosa is currently headquarters of the English Speaking Union Queensland
Branch. The English Speaking Union bought the property in 1972 and since 1997
has embarked upon a three phase restoration of the property.

The House and gardens are an ideal location for wedding ceremonies and
receptions or photographs. Ceremonies are conducted in the House, on the front
stairs, in the gardens or in the event of inclement weather on the spacious
verandahs. For the Bridal Couple and their attendants, there is the opportunity to
have photographs taken inside the House and accommodation including the
Honeymoon Suite which is located on Level 3 is also available.

Wedding ceremonies and receptions, functions and photographs can be arranged
through the Palma Rosa Office.

The ESU Board of Directors is responsible for the conduct of
weddings and functions at the House and its immediate precinct.

The gardens, front stairs and verandahs provide an excellent
venue for wedding ceremonies and functions.

Couples choosing Palma Rosa for their wedding ceremony may
have photographs taken with their attendants in any available
room in the House.

When a wedding celebration or function has been booked,
guests are encouraged to wander through the House and Art
Gallery located on the Lower Level of the House. Volunteers are
on hand to act as guides.

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CATERING:
Palma Rosa provides two forms of catering:

1. Use of own caterer .

The chosen caterer must have an Australian Business Number (ABN),
operate from a registered kitchen and maintain their own comprehensive
insurance and WorkCover policies. Once the booking has been confirmed,
the caterer will be required to accept the Terms and Conditions as
determined by the ESU Board of Directors including a Kitchen Hire Charge
of $150.00 including GST. The caterer is able to access the house 1% hours
prior to the time of the function and is allowed a period of 1 hour at the
conclusion to clean up the site and remove catering equipment etc from
Palma Rosa. A Cleaning Charge of $150.00 will apply if Palma Rosa is not
left in a clean condition.

2. Use of Events’ Co-ordinator’s caterer.

The Events’ Co-ordinator will organise a quotation for the catering which will
include the Kitchen Hire Charge. The Events’ Co-ordinator will organise
access to the kitchen and the clean up of the Palma Rosa site. A Cleaning
Charge will apply if Palma Rosa is not left in a clean condition.

HIRE OF EQUIPMENT:
There is a separate charge for the hire of linen tablecloths, glassware,
crockery and cutlery, cake table etc. Any breakages must be paid for by the
hirer.
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Terms and Conditions

To hold an event at Palma Rosa, at least one person in the party must be
a member of the English Speaking Union.

The Booking Form must be completed and returned to Palma Rosa at
PO Box 1 Lutwyche Q 4030.

Confirmation of bookings will be made after the form has been
completed.

A deposit of half the total fee, payable by cheque or credit card to Palma
Rosa, must accompany the booking form. The balance payable 7 days
prior to the booked date. The English Speaking Union will provide a Tax
Invoice. Failure to make these payments by the prescribed time will
result in the booking being forfeited.

If cancellation of the booking is received in writing at least 30 days prior
to the booked date, the deposit less a service fee of 40% will be
refunded. If the cancellation is received less than thirty days prior to the
date, the deposit will be forfeited. Cancellations must be signed by the
signatories to the original booking form.

Smoking is not permitted in Palma Rosa, on its verandahs or in the
gardens.

It is the organiser’s responsibility to ensure that all rubbish associated
with this event is removed from Palma Rosa and its surrounds. A
Cleaning charge of $220.00 including GST will apply if this does not
occur.

Vehicles are parked outside Palma Rosa at the discretion of their owners
and the ESU Board of Directors accepts no responsibility.

All activities involving the use of the facilities of Palma Rosa and its
immediate surrounds are at all times under the express direction of an
appointed agent of the ESU Board of Directors.

Functions in the Art Gallery are subject to a User's Agreement.

A $500 penalty will be incurred if patrons do not abide by the 10.30 pm
completion time for functions.

Early Successful Efforts

A Tribute to the Founder Of
The English Speaking Union
With Acknowledgements to ‘Concord’

LUNCHTIME DISCUSSION
Over lunch they discussed the difficulties whicbefd people who wanted to promote friendships beivileeir two
nations. Sir Evelyn, as he was later to becomepdeg the fact that while he had been openly wekinto many
homes in the US and Canada, transatlantic visftoBritain stayed in hotels and rarely saw thedesif a British
home. It was this meeting that the first seed efEmglish Speaking Union planted itself in Sir Bwé$ mind. He
felt there was a great lack of knowledge aboutdsritn the US, only equalled by British people’siaggance of
conditions in the US. He was especially concerted the US visitor to Britain should be made ascamie as the
UK visitor was to the US.

US AMBASSADOR’S SUPPORT
Though he toured the British Empire for 17 monthis,interest in British-American relations nevernsd. They
were fanned into action when Walter Hines Pageapgwinted US Ambassador to Great Britain. Earl$9a5, Sir

Evelyn had a long talk with him at the US Embassgoerning an English speaking union, or brotherhdodis

diary on 2% February 1915, he referred to it as the Overséals 6 America and said later that this date migt
regarded as the day on which the English Speakirigriidea finally took concrete form in his mincheTidea was
enthusiastically welcomed by Dr Page.

THE ENGLISH SPEAKING UNION
Sir Evelyn was fortunate that his work tied in whis ideals. In 1918 he was appointed to act asufyefo Lord

Rothermere at the Ministry of Information. The joalas one after his own heart for it included the wewises to
which he wished to devote his life — the unity loé British Empire and close co-operation of all Esigspeaking
peoples. It gave him many opportunities of meegirgminent US visitors to London.

In his diary of 12th June 1918, he first redd to the new
organisation as “The English Speaking Union. Bstilt had to be formed, and on"28une 1918 Sir Evelyn invited
15 friends to dine with him at the now extinct Memtough Club which overlooked Pall Mall.
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Chairman of the American Chamber of Commerce indomm A. Lyle-Samuel, Sir George Sutton, Chairman of
Amalgamated Press Limited, Fullerton Waldo, a mendfethe staff of the Philadephian Public Ledgerd &ir
Evelyn himself. The guests, though recognising dticulties, decided unanimously that the time wagse for
starting the movement. In fact, Sir Evelyn hadtsthrecruiting members a week or two earlier ared ghrliest
recorded member in the US was Professor McLauglfl©hicago University.

LAUDER AND CHURCHILL

By Christmas of that year 200 members had beerlledre two of the earliest were Sir Harry Lauded a&rnold

Bennett. Among the earliest Vice Presidents wasstn Churchill, whom Sir Evelyn invited to beco@kairman
in 1919. Another was Franklin D. Roosevelt. Thgamisation grew rapidly and in July 1918 Sir Evetgok an
office in Lennon House, off the Strand to accomntedta It had the advantage of being near to His®fo that he
could keep in constant touch.

WOODROW WILSON
As soon as the British organisation was establisB&dEvelyn set about spreading the movement ¢oUB. He
took a deputation to President Woodrow Wilson atlits Embassy to outline the ideals and purpose.

He was convinced that no method of achieving caatm between nations was more effective than eveing
the stranger into your home, so he made a carc ioflall those who would be prepared to invite tass to lunch,
tea, for the weekend, to act as local guides, tp imany way possible. He wrote a circular letieMembers of
Parliament, who had visited the US, asking if thnguld invite Americans in London to ‘tea on thersse’ and
received a wonderful response. As far as posdikléried to link those with common or similar irgsts.

Through his efforts, in 1919 the ESU was linkedhvilie ATLANTIC UNION, which meant that the ESU cdul
claim to be the oldest of the various societiescWigixisted for the furtherance of English speakiiegndship.

Another landmark in the history of the ESU was 819 when Lord Rothermere endowed a Chair of Amarica
History at Oxford University in memory of his somavhad been killed in the war.

ON IT'S FEET
The headquarters were now too small for the orlgoféice, so it was moved to new premises in Trgéal
Buildings, overlooking Trafalgar Square.

At this time things were not going too well in Nétork, so Sir Evelyn travelled to the US. There, i May
1920, a new start was made with ex-President WilliBaft as President of the newly formed ESU of theted
States. It was formed as ‘an independent, butrssidety, working in the closest touch with thetiBh society’.

From then the ESU flourished. In 1923 the accomriodan Trafalgar House had to be doubled. By 1823Bas
clearly inadequate, so it was decided to buy andiste house for the permanent home of the ESUWerAd six
month search, Dartmouth House was decided upopéed to Members on New Years Day 1927.

When Sir Evelyn died in 1966, he had seen his drefasild grow beyond his hopes, with Branches and Bens in
all parts of the UK, the US and the Commonwealth. globably did more than any other person to irsrehe
understanding and knowledge between the Englishképg peoples throughout the world. It is the ombitaph he
would have wanted.
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
